The Rev. Don Augusto Martín Quijano Rodríguez, S.D.B., was born in Alija, diocese of Huaraz, Peru, on 7

(1994-1998). He gave his perpetual vows on 31 January 1995. He was ordained a priest on 22 November 1997.

Community; since 2016 (Yurimaguas): director of the San Lorenzo Community; and since 2017: provincial
counsellor.
