The Holy Father has appointed Bishop Artur Wazny as bishop of Sosnowiec, transferring him from the titular see
of Mazaca and the office of auxiliary bishop of Tarnéw.

Curriculum vitae

Bishop Artur Wazny was born on 12 October 1966 in Rzeszéw, Poland. He carried out his studies in philosophy
and theology at the major seminary of Tarnow.

He was ordained a priest on 25 May 1991.

After ordination, he first served as parish vicar of Our Lady of Sorrows in Linanowa (1991-1995) and Mary
Queen of Poland in Tarnéw-Moscice (1995-1999). He was awarded a licentiate in pastoral theology from
Cardinal Stefan Wyszynski University in Warszawa, and went on to serve as director of the diocesan Youth
Pastoral Care (1996) and the University Pastoral Care (2003) Offices, parish priest of Mary Queen of Poland
(2007-2014), director of the diocesan New Evangelization Office (2014-2019), canon of the Collegial Chapter of
Saint Matthew the Apostle and Evangelist in Mielec (2017), and director of the Office for the Permanent
Formation of the Clergy (2019-2020).

On 12 December 2020 he was appointed titular bishop of Mazaca and auxiliary of Tarnéw, and was consecrated
the following 30 January.
